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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop a distance learning model for education
development in risk areas of southern border provinces. The sample consisted of 112 administrators,
educational supervisors, teachers and educational supporting staff and 237 students studying in
the secondary schools at southern border provinces. The findings revealed as follows:

1. A distance learning model for education development in risk areas of southern border
provinces consisted of three factors: 1) main classroom, 2) branch classroom, and 3) distance
learning system.

2. The developed model consisted of three phases: 1) Preparing a distance learning model
for education development, 2) Instructional process, and 3) Evaluating learming outcomes.
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
